4 highlighters (different colors are great!)
colored pencils (a box of 12 or 24)
1 box of crayons
box of thin black dry erase markers (need to be thin — come in a box of 12)
Please do not send in a pack of multi-colored markers. They just become toys.
1 old sock (used as eraser for dry erase boards and to hold the markers)
1 pair of scissors
4 glue sticks to start (my experience is that generally Dollar Store ones do not work well)
1 package of 3X5 white index cards with lines (not both sides blank) in a baggie
6 folders (clearly different colors or designs are very helpful) — please avoid orange (I have an orange
Home Folder for each student)
7 copybooks (regular copybooks — no specially lined ones are needed). One is for music.
clear contact paper (to cover soft backed books/workbooks)
12" ruler with centimeters (not rollable — must be hard wood or plastic)
2 soft pencil cases
These 2 cases should hold:

Case 2 — colored pencils, crayons (the boxes will not last long)
2 boxes of tissues (we will ask for more as needed)
1 container of Lysol wipes
